I have 15 grandchildren whose tender little spirits and daily challenges I want to better 

understand, yet I also have a slightly demanding Church calling! I don’t have lots of time. 

Like all of you, I have to choose. We all are trying to choose the 

good part which cannot be taken from us, to balance the spiritual and the temporal in 

our lives. Wouldn’t it be easy if we were choosing between visiting teaching or robbing a 

bank? Instead, our choices are often more subtle. 
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John shows us that CHRIST has ALWAYS existed, ALWAYS knows 

what will happen, is ALWAYS in control, and never needs help.
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In John, it’s the DIVINE Jesus who’s says, 

“Bring it on. I’m ready.” 

IN MARK, when the Savior is in Gethsemane, 

Jesus says, “Father…take away this cup 

from me.” 

IN MARK, it almost seems like JESUS is 

afraid to take the cup, SHOWING US 

THE HUMAN JESUS.
